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     Dr. A. David Mangelsdorff has been awarded a Fulbright scholarship to participate in the German Studies Program in Berlin to examine demographics.  At Fort Sam Houston since 1972, he serves as a civilian instructor (professor) with the U.S. Army-Baylor University Graduate Program in Health Care Administration in the Department of Health Services Administration, U.S. Army Medical Department Center and School at Fort Sam Houston, Texas.  He received his B.A. from Dartmouth College, Master of Arts and Doctor of Philosophy degrees in psychology from the University of Delaware, Master of Arts in English from St. Mary's University of San Antonio, Texas, and a Master of Public Health degree from the University of Texas School of Public Health.  Licensed and certified as a psychologist in Texas since 1974, listed on the National Register of Health Services Providers, he is a fellow of the American Psychological Association, the American Association for the Advancement of Science, the American Psychological Society, and Sigma Xi.   He is an adjunct professor at the University of Texas School of Public Health, clinical assistant professor of family practice at the Uniformed Services University of the Health Sciences, and consultant to the Veterans Administration Medical Center in San Antonio.  He retired as a full Colonel with over 30 years service in the U.S. Army Reserves.

His work

on psychological support and stressors (Journal Community Psychology,

Psychophysiology, APA/NIOSH, and multiple operational stress workshops)

has contributed to a better understanding of stress.  Work on patient

attitudes and patient satisfaction (Medical Care, Journal Community

Psychology, Military Medicine) has improved military health care.  His

research has improved the career development and retention opportunities

for uniformed psychologists and mental health professionals (Professional Psychology: Research and Practice, Military Psychology, proceedings of many Army Psychology conferences).  His epidemiological research has contributed to military staffing and health care delivery (Journal of Dental Research, Military Medicine, American Journal Public Health, Public Health Reports). He has organized and presented programs at professional meetings worldwide for over 30 years.  His personal leadership in psychology, both nationally and internationally, has helped advance the profession of psychology.  He has leveraged technology to promote education and communication.  He actively tracks the career progression and accomplishments of the 2400 students of the U.S. Army Baylor University Health Care Administration program.  In addition, he has educated and mentored hundreds of military psychologists, administrators, and international officers.

Dr. Mangelsdorff serves as Alumni secretary for his Dartmouth College class and maintains web pages chronicling the careers of his classmates.

Actively involved in the San Antonio community, he works with the Bexar County Medical society disaster medical response committee, American Red Cross disaster mental health committee (which he chaired), the Bexar County Psychological Society, and the Police Department.
